Created in October 2009 by the Institut Lumiére, the Lumiere festival is dedicated to the history of cinema. Once
a year, across Greater Lyon and the Rhone-Alpes Region, the birthplace of the Cinematograph invites the film
world to celebrate its vitality and memory through a contemporary visit to the works of the past (restored prints,
retrospectives, tributes).

At the heart of the festival, the Lumiére Award is given to a film personality for his body of work. It was presented to
Clint Eastwood in 2009, Milos Forman in 2010, Gérard Depardieu in 2011, Ken Loach in 2012, and Quentin Tarantino
in 2013.
